For energy
intensive processes, such as manufacturing,
these cost savings are highly attractive.

RAW MATERIALS

Raw materials needed in the production of
LED lights (such as aluminium) are available in
Trinidad and Tobago and/or nearby countries
such as Guyana and Barbados. Materials may
also be sourced from nearby countries in South
America.

LABOUR RESOURCES

Trinidad and Tobago has a highly skilled workforce in
the areas of Mechanical, Civil, Chemical and Electrical
Engineering within already well defined sectors like
Oil and Gas, Construction and Manufacturing. Tertiary
level institutions also provide programs in Engineering,
Construction, and Renewable Energy.

GOVERNMENTAL SUPPORT

Strong support from the Government of Trinidad and
Tobago has been offered thus far in the form of tax
incentives which has encouraged the popularity and use
of the renewable and efficient energy source.
